"Government Servant” means any person appoinied (o any civil service or post in connection with
the affairs of the State of Madhya Pradesh; ’

Explanation.—A Government servant whose services are placed at the disposat of a company, corporatio;i,
. organisation or local authority by the Government shall, for the purpose of these rules, be deemed
to be a Government servant serving under the Government notwithstanding that his salary is drawn

from sources other than from the Consolidated Fund of the State. '

10. Criticism of Government.——No Government servant shall, in any radio broadcast or other media broaclcast
or in any document pubhshed in his own name or anonymously, pseudnymously or in the name of any other person
or in any communication 10 the press or in any public utterance, make any statement of fact or opinion.—

13, Subscriptions,—No Government servant shall, except with the previous sanction of the Government or of
the prescribed authority, ask for or accept contributions to, or otherwise associate himself with the raising of, any funds
or other collections in cash or in kind in pursuance of any object whatsoever.

14. Gifts.—Save as otherwise provided in these rules, no Government servant shall accept, or permit any member
of his family or any other person acting on his behalf to accept, any gift.

‘Explanation.—The expression "gift" shall include free uansport, boarditig, lodging or other service or any other
pecuniary advantage when provided by any person other than a near relative or personnal friend having
no official dealings with the Government servant.

_Note.-_—(l) A casual meal lift or other social hopspitality shall not be deemed to be a gift,
41)] A Government setvant shall avoid accepting lavish hospitality or frequent hospitality from any individual
having official dealings with himt or from industrial or commercial firms, organisations etc.

*(2) On occasions, such as weddings, anniversarics, funerals or religious functions, when the making of a gift
is in comfonmty with the prevailing religious or social practice, a Government servant may accept gifts from his near
relatives but he shall make a report a period of one month from the date of receipt of the **gift to the Government
if the value of any such gift exceeds—

(i) Rs. 1500.0, in the case of the Govemmem servant holdmg any Class I or Class II post;
(). " Rs. 700.00, in the case of a Government servant holding any Class III post, and
(iii) Rs. 250,00, in the case of a Government servant holdings any Class IV post.

(3) On such occasions as are specified in sub-rule (2), a Government servant may accept gift from his peréonal
friends having no official dealings with him, but he shall make a report within a period of one month from the date
of rceipt of the ***gifts to the Govemment if the value of any ‘such gift exceeds—

(i) Rs. 500.00, in the case of a Government servam holdmg any Class 1 or Class II posts;
Gi) Rs. 200.00, in the case of a Goyernmer_it servam hold_mg any Class III posts; and
(iii} Rs. 100.00, in the case of a Government servam holciings any Class IV post.

(4) In any other case, a Governmem servant shall not accept any gift without the sanction of the Government
if the value thereof exceeds—

They are, therefore, pleased to direct that to Government
servant serving in the State (including the members-of the All India Servvices), shall bid at any aution ordered by any
department of Government or other Governmental authority except with the previous permission of the authority
competent to sanction or purchases of property exceeding the value prescribed under the Government Servants Conduct
Rules. A Government servant, who bids at a.Government auction without. the various permission of the copetent
authority would be regarded as indulging in conduct‘ becoming of a Government servant wnhm the mearing of the
Couduct Rules.

Subject.—Public demonstrations in honour of Government Servants Clarification of provisions contained in Government
Servants' Conduct Rules.

The provisions contained in the Government Service Conduct Rules, as applicable (o service personnel from
different integrating Units, prohibit Government Servants, except with the previous sanction of Government and with
certain minor exceptins, from receiving any complimentary or valedietory address or accepting any testimonial or
attending any meeting or entertainment held in their honour or in honour of any other Government servant. The
question has been raiseed whether it would be in consonance with the spirit of these provisions for Government
servants 1o accept invitations to declare buildings etc. open or to lay the foundation stones of new buildings or to allow
roads, bridges, buildings, parks or public institutions, such as hospitals, schools or colleges to be named after them.
The State Government consider that it would not only be against the spirit of the servant provisions contained in
Government Servants Conduct Rules for Government Servants to act in the manner set forth above but would indeed
be inappropriate and inconsistent with the rols of detached impartiality legitimately excepted of Government Servants
and that it would generally have an unwholesome effect.

2. While it is possible that there may be occasions when Government Servants may have to participate in such
functions which have a cultural and sociological significance especially in remote areas, they should, as far as possible,
refrain from associating themselves with such functions. In cases where they are in doubt, they would be well advised
to take the prior permission of their superior officers.

3. The State Government are further pleased to direct that the above instructions will also be applicable to the
members of the All India Services working under their control.

Subject.—Transfers and postings of Government servants.

Fhe instructions issued by Government reuire that a Government servant-should apply for leave six weeks before
the date, from which he wants to proceed on leave, so that adeguate time 'may be available for verifying the title to
‘leave and arranging for the relief of the Government servant, if the leave is proposed to be sanctioned. It must be a
very exceptional case, in which leave has to be taken in such emergent circumstances that it is not iracticable to give
 this notice. Inspite of this, however, it has been noticed that the number of applications for leave after receiving orders
of transfer is increasing. Obviously, in such cases the leave is applied for only to avoid the transfer or orsging. This
amounts to indiscipline and Government propose (o take serious notice of such action in future. When an order of
transfer of posting is received by a Government servant, he should immediately comply with that order and it is only

after it has been complled with that any request for leave will be considered by Government.

2. Instances have also come to the notice of Government where Government servants have approached non-

official gentlemen to secure cancellation or modification of orders of posting or transfer passed by Government and
~ authorities subordinate to Government. Such conduct is most objétionable and is liable to be treated as indiscipline.
If there are special circumstances in any case, which may justify a request for the modification or cancellation of the
. orders of posting or transfer which have been issued, the correct procedure for the Government servant conceined is
to bring them to the notice of his immediate superior officer for such action as the latter considers desirable.

3. These instructions should be brought to the notice of all Government servants serving under you and you
should take effective steps to ensure their compliance with these instruction. .

According to Rule 21 of the Madhya Pradesh Government Servants (Conduct) Rules, 1959 no Government
servant who has a wife living shall contract another marriage without first obtaining the permission of the Government, -
notwithstanding that such subsequent marriage is permissible under the personal law for the time being applicable to
him. Such permission can be granted by the administrative departments concerned of Government. Before, however,
such permission is gmnted the adiministrative department concerned should cause an ¢nquity. to be made on the

2. The first.point to be scrutinised whcn an application for permission is recewcd is- whether such marriage is
permissilbe under the personal law. applicable to the applicant. If so, the question arises whether there are sufficient
grounds for allowing an except:on to Government's general policy. The alleged grounds given in support of the request
should be scrutinised to see whether the al]egatmns are true and well founded. In case the wife also joins the
application, -it should be asertained whether she has willingly consented and whether any letter etc. purporting to
proceed from her is genuine and is the outcome of her own free will. For this purpose, higher officers in the department
concerned may, if necessary, send for the applicant and his wife and make personal enquiries. Where the first wife's

by - That the police and the magistracy have a special obligation to enforce the provisions of the

Untouchability (Offences) Act, 1955 and it is the duty of all Government servants to help them in.
the enforcement of the Act and in creating the necessary climate to remove untouchability from the
mind of the orthodox section of the community.

2. It is specifically brought to the notice of all the Government Servants that Art. 17 (Part 10T - Fundamental
Rights) of the Constitution declares that “Untouchability” is abolished and forbids its practice in any form. The practice
of untouchability has alse been made an offence by the Untouchability (Offences) Act, 1955. If any Government
servant is found Guilty of the practice of untouchability in any form, he will be lable to prosecution and such conduct
on his part will constitute sufficient ground for imposing suitable penalty presribed~under the relevant Classification,
Control and Appeal Rules. The State Government further expects- its employees not only to observe strictly the law
in force but also to set an axample to others in the matter of complete elimination of the practice of untouchability
in any form. : :
